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Two Fabric Challenge

As mentioned in the last newsletter, | issued a challenge involving the use of only
two fabrics. One of these is the focus fabric and one is a background fabric. This
works much along the lines of making a 2 colour quilt, but using only one blue print
for instance instead of numerous blue prints to make a blue and white quilt. You
also have to make sure you have enough of both fabrics to start with, as a piece of
each has to be put in a brown envelope that | will supply. This is so we can
determine at judging time in the spring of 2011, that only these two fabrics were
used. There are no size restrictions, other than it would be nice to have something
between 12 inches square and up to quilt size. See me at guild
