The challenge will run the 2009/2010 guild
year and also through till the end of the 2010/2011 guild year so no one is rushed if they want
to make a full sized quilt and anyone can join in at any time. This also gives members lots of
time to work on any other challenges that might come up before our next quilt show. At the
moment it is planned to have the finished items judged at the business meeting at the end of
the 2010/2011 guild year.

You can only use 2 fabrics for this challenge. One will be your focus fabric and one will
distinctly be a background fabric. If you decide to participate in this challenge, see me and pick
up a brown envelope. | am asking that you put a piece of your background fabric in the
envelope along with a big enough piece of the focus fabric so that it can be determined at
judging time that no other fabrics were used. A lot of quilts have been made that use only two
different fabrics, the only thing is, you will have to make sure you have enough fabric to start
out with.
